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Kuzmin E. E. Reflection on the punitive potential of punishment through the prism of
international criminal justice

The article is devoted to an attempt to provide a comprehensive theoretical consideration of the
issue of assessing the level of real punitive potential of punishment for international crimes from the
perspective of existing modern philosophical-legal concepts of international criminal justice and the
specifics of its functioning.

Given the undertaken theoretical-legal analysis of the advanced achievements of scientific
professional thought over the past few decades, it is determined that there is a tendency towards
a consistent full-scale critique of international criminal law and the system of international criminal
justice, both at the conceptual level and in terms of certain aspects of its practical activities.

Particular attention is paid to the International Criminal Court, which currently remains a “hostage”
to a very non-standard and intricate situation of the forced necessity to find a balance between
“serving justice and peace” and “establishing the priority of justice over might”.

Key factors that have a direct negative impact on the level of retributive potential of punishment
imposed by international criminal justice bodies are identified: excessive politicisation of the
international criminal justice system, challenging legitimacy due to the lack of an adequate degree of
coercion, as well as the nature of inherent selectivity, the presence of a large number and variety of
goals with too high a bar to achieve, intuitive and case-based justice that undermines the sense of
universal justice, as well as an exaggerated perception of the concept of human rights.

It is emphasised that there is an urgent need to return the “fashion for punishment” to the sphere
of international relations: a radical change in attitude to punishment as an unpopular object that
is shunned to reaffirm the commitment of the international community to the total, absolute and
unconditional inadmissibility of impunity for international crimes.

A statement is made about the absolute inadmissibility of tolerating international crimes and
the lack of alternatives to punishment as a means of achieving justice leading to peaceful social
coexistence, in which all those responsible for brutal violence will be convicted and punished for
their own deserts: without any inexplicable mitigation, generosity, leniency, mercy and moralisation —
retributively, severely and inevitably.
